Standardising the message we give in education to Healthcare Professionals – a template for presentation
Doing the basics right in Asthma can reduce mortality as shown in the National review of Asthma Deaths. There are many different messages that can be given about how asthma can be diagnosed and managed, as the diagnosis is very based on clinical assessment. 

Over the last 5 years on average 16 documents have been released about the standards that we should be meeting to provide care for children and young people with asthma. As healthcare professionals there is an expectation that we should be aware of these publications, which can make getting the basic message across when teaching difficult.

The education slides provide a template of what may be included to give an update on Wheeze and Asthma in children and young people. The slides aim to provide the educator a template and source of information to use when organising teaching on asthma to healthcare professionals.
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
