Inclusion/Exclusion Criteria





A child with the following is an appropriate referral to Hospital at Home for children and young people:





Appropriately responsive/able to         complete sentences





Content/intermittently miserable





Respiratory Rate:





40-60 in 0 – 12 months





30-40 in > 12 months





SaO2 92%-95%





Mild recession





Intermittent stridor with crying or excitement





Concerns about child’s fluid intake/reduced fluid intake





Profuse diarrhoea





Concern about parent’s ability to monitor        child’s condition





Heightened parental anxiety





Barking cough








 Child can be managed at home with appropriate care and advice, including when to seek further help, without referral to Hospital at Home for children and young people.

All children referred MUST have a working diagnosis.  Any diagnosis not on the list will be considered after discussion with the hospital at home matron or nurse on shift and the attending consultant. 





The child or young person MUST be registered with an Islington GP and be under 18 years of age


The child or young person must have a working diagnosis of one of the acute diagnoses in the inclusion list and needs:


intervention that can be safely given in the community 


and/or regular monitoring to assess trajectory of illness


and/or carer needs support to look after child  at home
